IMPACT TEAM REPORT

Impact detectives have been working with PNM and Quest regarding copper theft in

the area command. Detectives have conducted several tactical plans utilizing a “bait vehicle.”
Several offenders have been identified and have active criminal cases against them. With the
updated legislation which requires customers to provide identification when attempting to sell
metal to recycling yards, offenders will be more easily identified.

Detectives have also conducted a tactical plan during the Balloon Fiesta to prevent auto burglar-
ies at the motels within the area command and also during the holiday season to address street
level theft. These operations resulted in several felony arrests. During this time, detectives also
apprehended serial burglar Jonathan Sandoval, who was linked to eight residential burglaries
within the Vista Del Norte Neighborhood.

Valley Impact also assisted the Robbery unit by conducting surveillance in order to apprehend
two robbery offenders. Impact detectives have investigated recent Crime Stoppers tips result-
ing in felony arrests. The Valley Impact Team is continuing to conduct tactical plans in the
Barelas neighborhood in reference to drug and property crimes.

With the cold weather usually comes a decrease in out-
door activity. Although this holds true, the entertainment
industry does not take a break. Whether downtown or at
one of the many other establishments, fun seekers are not deterred by the frost. Re-
member when your late night expeditions include enjoying alcoholic beverages, pace
yourself. People process alcohol at different rates. Sample some of the good food to be
found throughout the Valley and have a glass of water between drinks. If you plan on
drinking a lot, please have a designated driver or have the establishment call you a safe
ride. Taxi cabs are always available at 2" and Central on Friday and Saturday night or
ask an officer to call you one.

Your Valley Graveyard Officers do not hibernate during the winter either. They have
utilized the typical decrease in calls for service to conduct self- initiated patrol. This
has resulted in several arrests for narcotics possession, auto burglary, and other felony
crimes.

Valley Graveyard Officers are grouped into three teams of officers (Teams 7, 8, and 9),
each of which is lead by a sergeant. Team Eight recently was presented with the police
department’s prestigious Team of the Month award. This award goes to only one of the
at least 100 sworn or civilian teams which comprise the Albuquergue Police Depart-
ment. Team Eight was recognized by the Chief of Police for outstanding performance
in the handling of the downtown area during the watch and for being a department
leader in several crucial statistics including arrests and citations.

This quarter | welcomed several new officers to the graveyard watch. We have two
new officers from the 99" Academy Class, three from the historic 100" Academy
Class, two lateral officers from out of state agencies and one officer who returned to
APD from retirement. These officers replaced officers lost to intradepartmental trans-
fers and bring a great combination of new enthusiasm and experience.

I am extremely proud of my three teams of officers and sergeants who compose the
Valley First Watch. Remember, they are most effective when working in conjunction
with you, the citizens who live, work and play in the Valley Area Command. Without
your eyes and ears many of our successes would be impossible. Your police depart-
ment is here for you and Valley Graveyard Officers will continue to keep watch
through the night.

CRIME PREVENTION CORNER

The Valley Area Command has a new Crime Prevention Specialist! Ms.
Yvette Garcia has over 10 years experience with the Albuguerque Police De-
partment and will be able to provide the Valley Area Command residents an
extremely valuable service.

Here is a crime prevention tip dealing with protecting yourself from burglaries
at our local gyms:

On December 19, 2008, the Albuquergue Police Department recovered prop-
erty from approximately 70 victims of auto burglary or residential burglary. A
large number of sets of keys to vehicles and homes were a part of the recovered

property.

It is believed that offenders may have gained access to the keys from gyms, as
many of the recovered keys had "tabs" on them, identifying victims to be mem-
bers of local work out gyms. It appears that while working out, the offenders
may have taken the keys and used the remote access to vehicles to identify
where the car was parked, and to gain access to the vehicle.

While it is common practice for members of gyms to leave their entire key fob/
ring hanging on a board within the gym while working out, the Albuquerque
Police Department would like to warn community members to keep keys safe
and secure at all times and to not leave their entire key fob/ring out allowing
for pubic access when working out.
